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Concealed Carry Policy for State-Owned and Leased Buildings

July 1, 2016

In accordance with state law, concealed carry of handguns is permitted in any state or municipal building unless such building has adequate security measures to ensure that no weapons are permitted to be carried into such building. State building means a building owned or leased by the state.    
The Department of Administration interprets the definition of a building leased by the state to include free standing buildings in which the State is the sole lessee and/or tenant.  The definition also includes space in strip shopping centers.  In leased premises within a building where the State is not the sole lessee, the determination of whether or not to allow concealed carry on the premises is made by the owner of the building.
Agencies located in State owned or leased buildings that do not currently have adequate security measures as described in the Personal and Family Protection Act (K.S.A. 75-7c01 et seq.), nor meet any of the exceptions therein, may not post signs prohibiting concealed carry.  Agencies located in premises within a building where the State is not the sole lessee should ensure that any signs posted on said premises are those that are found at the following link: http://ag.ks.gov/licensing/concealed-carry/2014-approved-signage. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]For those employees who are not prohibited by law and who choose to carry concealed firearms in non-exempt State buildings, firearms must be completely concealed at all times and must always be in the immediate control of the employee.  Employees may not leave their firearms in or on their desks or workstations or in purses/bags or other storage containers left behind in their offices. No displaying of firearms will be tolerated. Employees who visit locations other than state owned or leased facilities must abide by the concealed carry laws and relevant policies regarding the transportation and carrying of weapons.  
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
