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SPECIAL PROVISIONS

These contracts are established to provide agricultural services on cropland on the Grand Osage Wildlife Area.

1. Permit is issued on a cash payment ($/acre) basis.  
2. Acreage is split into three parcels.
3. 50% of cash payment will be made by March 31 each crop year and 50% will be paid when harvested, or no later than December 31 of the same year.

4. The objective at this property is to maximize wildlife benefit.  The following practices can be expected to occur on an annual basis:

A. A 30 foot fallow strip will be left on the outside perimeter of all fields that are 20 acres in size or larger.  Fallow strips will be tilled by permittee during spring tillage, but may not be sprayed or planted at any time.

B. Dove Management:  The successful bidder will be expected to plant black oil sunflowers to one or more fields each year.  Sunflowers must be planted between April 10 and May 10 of each year.  Harvest of sunflowers will not be allowed within a 4-day window during the 1st week of September.  This period will be clearly stated on each annual permit.

Permittees can expect to plant approximately 30 acres to sunflowers in tract 1each year.  Tracts 2 and 3 will each have a sunflower field every two years.

Permittee will pay rent, provide tillage, fertilizer application, herbicide application, planting and harvest of sunflowers.  KDWPT will provide seed, herbicide and fertilizer.  Permittee will receive 100% of sunflower seed harvested.

C. To provide maximum wildlife benefit, tillage of cropland following harvest is not allowed until March 1st.  The only exceptions would be prior approval by KDWPT to till planned corn and sunflower fields in February, to control noxious weeds or to double crop into wheat.

D. Permittee’s can expect KDWPT to purchase back approximately 5% of some standing crops, particularly corn and sunflowers on an annual basis.  Permittee’s will be allowed to no-till wheat into standing corn. Standing wheat will be purchased and burned to attract doves.  In most cases, standing wheat purchases will consist of less than 5 acres per year, per tract.  Soybeans may not be double-cropped into standing wheat.  Permittee will provide weight tickets to determine yield of unharvested grain and will be paid according to local market price at harvest date.  

5. 100% of all FSA payments will go to the selected permittee.  Permittee will be responsible to meet FSA reporting requirements.

6. The Department will determine which crops will be planted on each tract in any given year.  Typical rotation will be corn-wheat-beans.  However, sudan grass, milo, clover, alfalfa and Korean lespedeza are some of several options.

7. The term of the permit will be for a period of five (5) years, from Date of Award through  December 31, 2017 and may be renewed by consent of both parties for two additional periods of five (5) years.  The competitive bid submitted by the contractors will be used as the payment rate for each crop year.  

8. The proposed cropping pattern for the 2013 crop year is specified in the Annual Permit and maps.  Subsequent years will follow similar crop patterns and will be detailed in the same fashion. 

9. It is possible that some acreage could be taken out of production due to economic development.  Permittees will be notified well in advance of planting if this should occur.  If crops are destroyed, permittee will be compensated for the loss.

10. The permittee is responsible to maintain control of, and prevent further expansion of noxious weeds in the croplands in the permit areas.  Crop rotations will be designed to aid in the control of noxious weeds.  Permittee is not responsible for noxious weed control on fallow borders on perimeter of fields.
11. The portion of crops to be left standing will either be clearly marked on the tract maps, marked in the field with flagging by department staff prior to harvest or marked on a map provided to permit prior to harvest. 

12. The State's share of standing grain may be harvested (salvage harvest) by permittee at a share rate of 50 %, pending department approval, but only on or after March 1st.
13. Chicken and turkey litter is not allowed at this time as a crop fertilizer.  

14. Weight tickets shall be provided on all fields at the request of the Manager. 

15. Terrace and waterway work will be completed during contract period.  KDWPT will work with permitee(s) to minimize disturbance of crops.

Atrazine Use on the Grand Osage Wildlife Area 

Atrazine is an effective tool in selectively controlling broadleaf weeds and some grasses in fields of corn and milo.  However, atrazine is slow to breakdown in the soil and is susceptible to runoff, causing contamination of streams, rivers and other water supplies.

Because of the potential threat to the environment, the use of atrazine on public wildlife areas was prohibited for several years.  

In response to surface water concerns, numerous studies have been conducted in an effort to reduce atrazine runoff.  These studies show that atrazine can be environmentally friendly, economical and efficient when properly applied.  

The limited use of atrazine will be allowed on the Grand Osage Wildlife Area providing the following two methods of application are adhered to:

	Practice
	Description
	Benefit

	Postemergence application of atrazine
	The use of foliar applications of mixes such as Laddock or Marksman.

Not to exceed 1.5 lb. atrazine/acre/year.
	Reduces atrazine runoff by approximately 67%.

	Soil incorporation
	Atrazine or approved tank mix products can be incorporated into the top two inches of soil prior to planting.  

Not to exceed 1.5 lb. Atrazine/acre/year.
	Reduces atrazine runoff by approximately 67%.
