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SPECIFICATIONS

1. This Contract is established to furnish and deliver various aggregates to the Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks and Tourism and delivered to Sheridan State Fishing Lake located 12 miles east of Hoxie, KS on Highway 24, one mile North.
2. Contract Period:  Date of Award through March 31, 2018 unless prematurely terminated as provided for below.
3. Termination:  Either party may terminate the contract, without cause, on the anniversary date, March 31, with sixty (60) days prior written notice.

4. Contractor must contact Area Manager within 3 working days of material request.

5. All rock types must be delivered within 10 business days of delivery request (dependent on climatic conditions).

6. Road materials to be delivered and tailgate spread on area roads or piled as directed.

7. Any request for material will be made in full standard dump truck quantities.

8. Contractor will provide all equipment, fuel, operator, and other necessary items to carry out work as specified.

9. Contractor may use any source for materials that meets these pre-determined requirements.

10. Aggregate Specifications:  Material must be free of glass, plastic, metal, noxious weed seeds and other deleterious materials.  Before any material is delivered it must be approved by the Area Manager.  Price is per ton and includes all delivery costs.

12.  Fuel Cost Adjustment:  The Kansas Department of Wildlife & Parks is aware of the potential trend of rising fuel cost and the impact this may have on vendor’s ability to profitably provide services.  Therefore, if fuel prices should rise to a cost that is 20% higher, at any time during the term of the contract, than the fuel prices at the closing date, the contractor may request an increase in price(s) of the product to be delivered after delivery in order to recover any added fuel costs.  KDW&P will review each request separately and on its own particular set of specific criteria, i.e. miles per delivery, number of units, etc. in order to determine the amount of price increase needed to offset any rising cost of fuel.  Likewise, in the event fuel prices decrease by more than 20%, at any time during the term of the contract, from the fuel price at the closing date the Department will use the same aforementioned criteria regarding delivery costs to calculate any lowering of the contract’s price(s).  KDW&P will use the Average Retail On-Highway
Diesel pricing for the Midwest region posted on the Energy Information Administration Website http://tonto.eia.doe.gov/oog/info/wohdp/diesel.asp for comparison purposes when determining and calculating any contract price-increases or decreases.  Requests for price adjustments based on fuel costs will be submitted in writing to: Deb A. Simon, Procurement Officer at the Pratt Office.


The starting point is $ 3.957 per gallon.


If the Contractor and the Department cannot reach an equitable price adjustment for the product to offset fuel price changes, this contract will be considered null and void.


ANY PRICE ADJUSTMENT MUST BE APPROVED BY THE DIVISION OF PURCHASES AND AN ADDENDUM ISSUED.

13. Payment:  Payment shall be made after receipt of goods or services in agreement with Kansas Law.  Payments shall not be made for costs or items not listed in the bidder's response.

14. Invoices:  Each purchase order must be individually invoiced.  Invoices shall be forwarded to the using agency in duplicate and shall state the following:

1. date of invoice.

2. date of shipment (or completion of work);

3. purchase order number and contract number;

4. itemization of all applicable charges; and

5. net amount due.

17. Shipping and F.O.B. Point:  Prices are F.O.B. DESTINATION, PREPAID AND ALLOWED (included in the contract price), which means delivered to a state agency's receiving dock or other designated point without additional charge.  Shipments shall be made in order to arrive at the destination at a satisfactory time for unloading during regular working hours between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, except holidays.

18. Indefinite Quantity Contract:  This is an open-ended contract between a vendor and the State to furnish an undetermined quantity of a good or service in a given period of time. 
19. Prices:  Prices shall remain firm for the entire contract period. Prices shall be net delivered, including all trade, quantity and cash discounts.  Any price reductions available during the contract period shall be offered to the State of Kansas.  Failure to provide available price reductions may result in termination of the contract.
