Summary

This is skilled work performing as a journeyman bookbinder. An incumbent in this class performs skilled
work for binding books and other materials. The work may involve directing lower level bookbinders.
Duties are performed under the general supervision of a foreman.

EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED

Directs and participates in operating cutting, folding, stripping, sewing, collating, casing-in and gathering
machines.

Directs and participates in operating book presses, embossers and other bindery equipment.
Performs all highly skilled hand bindery work.

Glues on backs of books for distribution.

Knowledge

*Knowledge of the standard practices, materials, processes, and equipment of the trade.
