Setoff Program Availability to Collect Delinquent Accounts

To inform state agencies and municipalities of the availability of the State's centralized setoff program to collect delinquent accounts.

GENERAL INFORMATION

K.S.A. 75-6201 et seq. requires the Department of Administration to establish a setoff program for the collection of delinquent accounts owed to the State of Kansas or any state agency or any municipality. The setoff program matches delinquent debts with payments made by the state, and any payments matched may be used to offset the debt. Payments made by the state include state employee earnings, income tax refunds, unclaimed property, and other miscellaneous payments (such as payment to individuals and vendors doing business with state agencies), and Kansas Lottery winnings.

In addition, K.S.A. 74-4923 authorizes setoffs against a member's withdrawal of contributions from the Kansas Public Employees Retirement System (KPERS). K.S.A. 44-718(d) authorizes unemployment insurance benefit payments to be offset against child support obligations. The Department for Children and Families performs these setoffs through a contract with the Department of Labor. K.S.A. 75-3728a-d establishes write-off procedures for accounts written off as uncollectible by an agency. Accounts written off are assigned to the Department of Administration and collection is attempted through use of the setoff procedures.

The Setoff Program is a voluntary program available for use by all state agencies and municipalities. As stated in PM 8,001, state agencies and municipalities are encouraged to utilize the setoff program as part of their delinquent account collection procedures. The program has proven to be cost effective in the collection of delinquent accounts owed to the state, an agency of the state, or a municipality.
