Haying

These contract have been established with contractor, known as the permittee, to furnish agricultural services in the form of haying on 5 separate haying tracts located on the property near Parsons, KS formerly known as the Kansas Army Ammunition Plant.  The property is owned by the Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks and Tourism (KDWPT) and the Great Plains Development Authority (GPDA).  All agricultural services contracts on the property will be administrated by KDWPT.  

Payments are based on a per acre basis   

KDWPT manages this property as a Public Wildlife Area.   These tracts are, or will be open to public use for hunting, fishing and wildlife viewing activities.   Public use, natural resource protection and enhancement objectives will be the primary factors that determine how this land will be managed.  Haying practices will likely be varied from year to year and may at times be substantially different from practices typically employed on private lands.  As examples, haying periods are designed to avoid ground nesting birds and uncut strips may be left on some fields to provide improved winter habitat in the future. 

The GPDA’s primary objective is to attract economic development to the property and to reduce fuel loads near buildings and rail.  Bidders should be aware that any given tract or portion of tract can be taken out of production at any time.  If the case, payment will be decreased accordingly.   

Contract

The initial length of term of this contract is Date of Award through December 31, 2015 (3 years).  The contract may be extended three additional three-year periods by mutual consent of both parties under the same terms and conditions.    One annual payment is due on or before August 31 each year.

Hay Harvest Period and Hay Removal

Most hay fields consist of primarily native grass.  One annual cutting and baling will be allowed during the period of July 10 to July 25.  All hay must be removed from KDWPT and GPDA property by August 15 with the exception of current grazing permittees.  Current grazing permittees may store up to two large round bales per animal unit grazed on the property.  A specific hay storage site will be designated to each permittee that qualifies. 

Hidden Hazards/Obstructions
All fields in all tracts have been hayed for several consecutive years with the exception of the two small fields located at the northwest corner of the property on Tract 1.  Haying will be completed by permittee at his/her own risk of obstructions.  It is the Permittee’s responsibility to use caution and walk the areas prior to cutting if any doubt.

Noxious Weed and Brush Control

The Department will be ultimately responsible for noxious weed control and brush maintenance in all hay fields.  Permittees are allowed to conduct noxious weed control or brush removal only under the direct supervision of KDWPT.  Permittees will not apply any herbicide by any method without prior authorization of the Department.

Fertilizer

Fertilizing tracts is prohibited

Prescribed Burning

Most areas within chain link fences and adjacent to buildings will not be burned.  Fields adjacent to railroad lines will be burned annually provided suitable conditions exist.  Remaining tracts will be burned approximately 2 out of 3 years on a rotational system.  KDWPT will conduct all burning.  Permittees are welcome to assist, but may not light any fires on the property.

Conversion of Fescue Pasture to Native Grass

KDWPT has plans to chemically eradicate the fescue grass on several of the fields during the next 10 years.  These fields will be sprayed in the fall.  Hay production could be slightly affected the first year, but existing native grass should show sign of improved vigor.

Permittee Access
This facility is currently gated.  A key will be provided to permittees to allow access to main gate.  Some fields are gated which will require an additional key(s).  Keys may only be used to fulfill lease requirements and are not intended to provide access inside the facility for any other reason.

Forfeiture of Permit

Failure to harvest hay within the timeline without prior approval, failure to remove hay from premises in a timely manner or conviction of the permittee of any game or fish law violation shall be considered cause for revocation of this permit.

Agreements

It is agreed by the permittee:

1. The use and occupation of the property shall be subject to the general supervision of the Department.

2. The permittee will cooperate fully in any programs promulgated by the Department for the improvement of wildlife, hunting, fishing, and it is expressly understood by the permittee that the entire area is open to the public.

3. The permittee shall neither transfer nor assign this permit nor sublet said property or any part thereof nor grant any interest, privilege or license whatsoever in connection with this permit without the express written consent of the Department.

4. The permittee shall be monetarily responsible for any damages that may be caused to state or GPDA property by his activities under this permit, and will exercise diligence in the protection of all resources or improvements which may be a part of such property.
