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SPECIAL PROVISIONS
1.
These contracts are established to furnish Invasive Tree Control Services in South-Central Kansas on the Byron Walker; Cheney; Isabel Wetlands, Pratt Sandhills, and Texas Lake; McPherson Wetlands, and Binger, Maxwell/McPherson SFL and Marion; El Dorado; Kaw and Slate Creek Wildlife Areas.

2.
Period of Contract:  The contract shall begin Date of Award and shall continue in effect for a period not to exceed five (5) years or December 31, 2020 (if not terminated as provided for below).

3.
The contract may be terminated by either party without cause on the anniversary date (December 31) upon sixty (60) days prior written notice to the procurement officer.

4.
Pricing is provided for a Marshall saw and/or a rotary saw at each location.  The number of hours needed each year will fluctuate due to funding, work load, and management direction.  Contractors shall have a commercial applicators license, unified carrier registration, pesticide business license, and have KDOT numbers for their transport equipment.  

5.
Scope:  Approximately 300 hours of brush control to be conducted annually on the specified wildlife areas combined.  This is an estimate only and no minimum total hours will be guaranteed.  Contractor must respond within 20 days of notice.  Work will involve cutting trees in primarily rangeland or timbered sites.  Tree size may range from 1 inch to as much as 30 inches diameter.  Primary species to be cut will include locust, elm, cedar, mulberry, cottonwood, willow, and Osage orange.  Deciduous tree stumps must be chemically treated immediately with the chemicals Remedy or Pathway at the rate specified by the manufacturer.  Work will be spread over the entire extent of each wildlife area.  Knowledge of the listed areas will be necessary.   The Wildlife Area Manager will determine the location and extent of cutting to be conducted.  Contractor shall notify the Area Manager at least 48 hours prior to moving onto the job site.  The Area Manager will specify whether downed trees will be stacked in piles or left where they fall.  If access to a site is through a locked gate, a key will be provided to the contractor for the period of time the cutting is being performed.  All gates shall be closed and locked at all times.  Keys shall be returned to the Area Manager once the cutting is completed.  Contractor shall not disturb fences or signs unless authorized by the Area Manager.  Contractor shall notify the Area Manager of any breakdowns or lapses in service time and shall make notice to the Area Manager when service in a designated area is completed.  No wood or other plant products or artifacts may be removed from the areas under this contract.  Chemical used will be set by the manager.  

6.
Contractor shall provide:  Either a skid steer tractor (65 horsepower minimum) with a "Marshall Saw" or approved substitute or a hydraulically driven horizontal, high speed buzz saw mounted on a self-propelled chassis as specified.   Either unit must be capable of cutting a 30 inch diameter tree and able to cut and treat 120 trees (6 inch diameter average) per hour.  Stump sprayer must be mounted on the cutting unit.  Inability to meet these specifications shall be cause for termination.  Contractor must provide own transportation to and from work areas including fuel and any other specialized equipment such as chainsaws.  All costs are to be covered by the contractor, including chemicals and carriers required to chemically treat cut tree stumps.  Payment will be based on actual hours of equipment/operator time cutting trees.  Contractor/Operator must provide proof of a minimum of two (2) years experience cutting trees with current equipment.  Contractor and/or operator must be capable of identifying trees by species so that desirable trees and brush are not disturbed.  Contractor must be certified to apply approved chemicals.  Contractor must be capable of working with a minimum of supervision.  Contractor must stay on the job until complete unless weather conditions prevent that and/or the Area Manager authorizes the Contractor to leave unfinished work.  A workday will consist of eight (8) hours Monday through Friday.  It is understood that the Department will not provide insurance.  Adequate insurance coverage is the responsibility of the Contractor.  The number of hours per workday may exceed 8 hours and may include Saturday and Sunday if requested by the contractor and approved and coordinated by the Area Manager.

7.
Contractor shall provide to the Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks & Tourism proof of Contractor General Liability Insurance in the amount of $500,000.00 (or more) before any work begins and proof of Workman's Compensation insurance where applicable.

8.
The local Area Manager will provide the following:  Aerial photos with location and extent of tree cutting to be conducted.  A minimum of 8 hours of cutting time will be provided per location per call out.  Keys will be provided to the Contractor where necessary.  Area Manager may also give onsite directions concerning trees to be cut and/or left uncut or sites for stacking.  Area Manager reserves the right to stop service if equipment does not meet standards.  Prior to any job, the contractor and the area manager shall meet to agree on the outcome and the estimated number of hours.
9.
The Contractor certifies that neither he nor his principals nor any sub-contractors or suppliers used by him on this project is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation is such a contract by any Federal department or agency.
