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SPECIAL PROVISIONS

1. These contracts are established to furnish Aggregate to the Glen Elder, Jamestown and Lovewell Wildlife Areas, and Jewell State Fishing Lake. .Aggregate to be delivered to:

A. 
Glen Elder Wildlife Area and State Park: Cawker City area or within a 15 mile radius of the Cawker City Wildlife Area Headquarters.

B. 
Jamestown Wildlife Area: 3 miles north of Jamestown or within a 5 mile radius of the WA Headquarters.

C. 
Lovewell Wildlife Area: 1.5 miles south of Webber or within a 5 mile radius of the Area Office.

D. 
Jewell State Fishing Lake: 6 miles south and 3 west of Mankato, KS

2. Contract Period:  Beginning Date of Award and continuing through June 30, 2021 unless prematurely terminated as provided for below.

3. Termination:  The contract may be terminated by either party, without cause, on the anniversary date, June 30, with sixty (60) days prior written notice to the procurement officer.

4. The contractor shall furnish to the agency proof of public liability, property damage and Workers compensation insurance prior to commencement of work.

5. Payment will be made monthly based upon approved invoices.

6. Specifications and conditions of material will be subject to inspection and acceptance by the Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks and Tourism.

7. The price includes cost of rock and all costs connected with hauling and tailgating the rock to the Areas indicated.  Rock will be ordered in full standard dump truck quantities.

8. Fuel Cost Adjustment:  The Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks and Tourism is aware of the potential trend of rising fuel cost and the impact this may have on vendor’s ability to profitably provide services.  Therefore, if fuel prices should rise to a cost that is 20% higher, at any time during the term of the contract, than the fuel prices at the closing date, the contractor may request an increase in price(s) of the product to be delivered after delivery in order to recover any added fuel costs.  KDWP&T will review each request separately and on its own particular set of specific criteria, i.e. miles per delivery, number of units, etc. in order to determine the amount of price increase needed to offset any rising cost of fuel.  Likewise, in the event fuel prices decrease by more than 20%, at any time during the term of the contract, from the fuel price at the closing date the Department will use the same aforementioned criteria regarding delivery costs to calculate any lowering of the contract’s price(s).  KDWP&T will use the Average Retail On-Highway Diesel pricing for the Midwest region posted on the Energy Information Administration Website http://tonto.eia.doe.gov/oog/info/wohdp/diesel.asp for comparison purposes when determining and calculating any contract price-increases or decreases.  Requests for price adjustments based on fuel costs will be submitted in writing to: Deb A. Simon, Procurement Officer at the Pratt Office.  The Starting point is $2.361 per gallon.
If the Contractor and the Department cannot reach an equitable price adjustment for the product to offset fuel price changes, this contract will be considered null and void.

ANY PRICE ADJUSTMENT MUST BE APPROVED BY THE DIVISION OF PURCHASES AND AN ADDENDUM ISSUED.

9. Delivery:  Depending on climatic conditions during the contract period, the exact locations and the times of work needed may vary.  The KDWP&T will provide the contractor with directions, scope of work and results desired for each particular job. Road gravel to be delivered and tailgate spread as directed. Material shall be delivered in such a manner that vehicle traffic will not be impaired unless otherwise specified by the manager. Once deliver begins the contractor will continue to delivery, uninterrupted, until the job is completed or as directed by Wildlife personnel.

10. Contractor shall meet the following requirements:

A. Must contact the manager within three (3) working days to any request by the Wildlife Area for rock delivery.

B. Must be able to deliver material within 10 working days of the manager’s request.

C. Must be familiar with the Areas and be able to work with a minimum of direct supervision.

D. Provide all equipment, operator, fuel, and other necessary items and expenses necessary to carry out work as specified.

11. Aggregate Specifications: Material must be free of glass, plastic, metal, noxious weed seeds and other deleterious materials.  Before any material is delivered it must be approved by the Area Manager.  Road gravel is to be priced by the ton with delivery included to any location on the listed Areas.  To be delivered in approximate 10 cubic yard tandem dump trucks as a minimum. End, belly or side dump trucks may be considered at the discretion of the area manager.

Road Gravel (river gravel, pit-run) to be 1 ½ inches maximum size with at least 20% to be 1 inch to 1 ½ inches in size.  Pure sand is not acceptable. An acceptable alternative is the Alsop Sand’s Standard gravel supplied to Republic, Jewell, Cloud, and Ottawa County Highway Departments.
SS5, 1” Road Rock, per section 1113 KDOT standard specifications  

Crushed limestone can be from local, country quarries, 3 inch maximum size with at least 20% to be 1 inch to 1 ½ inches in size.

Mudball is a mix of 2 ½ to ½ inch rock with 15-20% clay and mud mixed in.  An acceptable alternative is Alsop Sand’s Standard oversize (Mudball and Rock).
