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Special Provisions

1. These contracts are established to furnish and deliver Aggregate to the Clinton Wildlife area, Shawnee, Leavenworth, and Douglas State Fishing Lakes, Buck Creek Wildlife area, Kansas River Wildlife area.

2. Contract Period:  Date of Award through August 31, 2021.  With option to terminate annually as provided for below.
3. Termination:  The contract may be terminated by either party, without cause, on the anniversary date, August 31, with sixty (60) days prior notice to the procurement officer
4. The contractor shall furnish to KDWPT proof of public liability, property damage and Workers compensation insurance prior to commencement of work.

5. Specifications and conditions of material will be subject to inspection and acceptance by the Kansas Department of Wildlife & Parks.

6. Price includes cost of rock and all costs connected with hauling and tailgating the rock to various areas. Rock will be ordered in full standard dump truck quantities.  Only tandem axle trucks will be able to be used in certain areas due to tree canopy and narrow and dead end roads.  Rock shall be delivered and tailgated to any road on the contracted properties as directed by Wildlife and Parks personnel.  The local KDWPT contact is Justin Hamilton, 785-887-6882.

7. Delivery:  Depending on climatic conditions during the contract period, the exact locations and the times of work needed may vary.  The Kansas Department of Wildlife & Parks will provide the contractor with directions, scope of work and results desired for each particular job.  Once delivery begins the contractor will continue to deliver, uninterrupted, until the job is completed or as directed by Wildlife & Park personnel.

8. Contractor shall meet the following requirements:

A. Must be able to respond within three (3) working days to any request by the Department staff for rock delivery.

B. Must be familiar with the properties associated with contract or be able to easily read and comprehend area maps and be able to work with a minimum of direct supervision.

C. Provide all equipment, operator, fuel, and other necessary items and expenses necessary to carry out work as specified.

1.5” Diameter road rock

Shot Rock, quarry run

Sized Rip Rap (18”-24” free of fine rocks)

10. Indefinite Quantity Contract:  This is a contract between a vendor and the State to furnish an undetermined quantity of a good or service in a given period of time. 

11. Payment will be made periodically, at least monthly, on receipt of an approved invoice clearly showing the dates and hours of service.
12. Locations

A. Clinton Wildlife Area – extends approximately four miles north, four miles south, and 8 miles west of the town of Clinton, KS.

B. Douglas State Fishing Lake – 2 miles northeast of Baldwin City, KS

C. Leavenworth State Fishing Lake – 5 miles northwest of Tonganoxie, KS

D. Shawnee State Fishing lake – 8 miles north and 4 miles west of Topeka, KS

E. Kansas River Wildlife areas – Fitztgerald: 8 miles west of Topeka at I-70 and Union Rd., MacVicar and Urish are located within the city of Topeka at the intersection of the Kansas River.

F. Buck Creek Wildlife area – located 6 miles northwest of Lawrence, KS in Jefferson County.
