Project advertisement from an agency for publishing in the Kansas Register is due to OFPM by noon Wednesday 

of each week for submittal to the Secretary of State’s office.  Secretary of State will publish the register on 

Thursday of the following week.

Statute requires the architect/engineer be given 15 calendar days to prepare and submit a proposal. The earliest 

required proposal submittal day and time to OFPM is 2:00 pm on Friday of the second week after the publish 

date.  If an agency advertises a longer than a15-day proposal submittal time, the advertisement submittal must be 

proportionately earlier in order for the scheduled proposal submittal date to remain unchanged.
