CONCEPT:

items.

o Keeps records and inventory of media production items and equipment; schedules media production
activities.

o Researches new concepts in media production using computer software to develop new production
techniques.

e Performs minor maintenance on media production equipment.
e Provides consultation and technical assistance in planning and producing media productions by
providing cost estimates, audience response analysis and content evaluation.
